Practical on the spot on hotel/Catering/Tourism etc. will be carried out for max 100 marks by
external examiner.

For Internal examination-5 periodical Tests/Practical/assignments etc. may be held as per college
convenience at certain regular interval for max 20 Marks each, total 100 marks. While a detailed dissertation
work assigned by Internal Examiner will be submitted by students and it will be evaluated for max 100 marks.
